Operation

EasyRise operation

To lower the shading:

1. Pull down on the rear cord of the cord loop.

2. With the shading fully lowered, continue to pull the
rear cord to open the vanes.

To raise the shading:

1. With the shading fully lowered, pull down on the front
cord of the cord loop.
IMPORTANT: If the cord tensioner moves up the
cord, you have not secured it to the wall or window
casement. You must do so for the shading to
operate properly.

Ultraglide® operation

To lower the shading:

1. Pull the wand straight out from the fabric at an angle
greater than 25 degrees.

2. The clutch will click and the fabric will proceed with a
controlled descent.

3. To stop the shading in any position, simply pull the
wand straight down.
IMPORTANT: Avoid pulling the wand in the non-
operable zone. This is the area between the angle for
lowering the shading and the straight down position
for raising the shading.




To open the vanes:

1. After lowering the shading completely, continue
to pull on the wand at an angle greater than 25
degrees, until the vanes are fully open.

To close the vanes and raise the shading:

1. Hold the wand close to the fabric and pull straight
down.

2. Pump the wand down using short strokes to
gradually raise the shading.
CAUTION: To avoid damage to the shading or
personal injury, do not release the wand until it is
fully retracted. To avoid breaking the wand, do not
use long strokes 1m or apply excessive force on the
wand while pulling it.




Motorised operation

For motorisation information, please refer to the
PowerView® product brochure that is supplied with your
shadings.

Pirouette Shadings are made of 100% polyester,
which means they are inherently durable and resilient.
However, care must be taken to avoid wrinkling the
fabric, particularly where the vanes meet the sheer
backing fabric.

Routine maintenance

Dusting D | .
Regular light dusting with a feather duster is all the eep cleaning
cleaning needed in most circumstances. Ultrasonic cleaning
. Do not ultrasonically clean any Pirouette Shadings.
Vacuuming

Use a hand-held vacuum with low suction for more
thorough dust removal.

Spot cleaning

Spot clean with a damp cloth using a mixture of water
and mild detergent.
